Evazan and Ponda BabaOf all the call-backs to A New Hope, Dr. Evazan and Ponda Baba the two guys who mess with Luke at Mos Eisley before Baba gets his arm sliced off by Obi-Wan seem the most unnecessary. These guys must have walked directly to their ship and taken off in order to avoid getting wiped out by the Death Star, only to pick the
extremely wrong bar fight just days later. Lucasfilm31. Red 5Its hard not to feel bad for this pilot, whose whole reason for existing in the battle of Scarif is to explode and leave space on the call sign roster for Luke Skywalker. This blurry look of panic is the beginning and end of his tragic story in the movie. Lucasfilm30. Tentacle monster Because
apparently, it just wouldnt be New Star Wars without a nonsensical, completely extraneous, totally gross alien with tentacles. Lucasfilm28-29. Edrio Two-Tubes and BenthicWorking under Saw Gererra, Edrio Two-Tubes may not have been the most gentle freedom fighter, but he certainly was efficient. Along with his eggmate Benthic, Two-Tubes was a
daunting addition to Gererras ranks of radical fighters. Of course, the problem is that theyre horrible people without being thebad guys and since we dont really get to know them theyre kind of just these random extra irritants. Lucasfilm27. Bistan Another of the new aliens, Bistan was part of the ground team on Scarif, and another incredible
participant to watch throughout the battle. Youll wanna keep your eyes on the awesome new pair of aliens because if you blink youll miss them. Lucasfilm26. PaoThis ferocious little freedom fighter was a daring part of the battle on the beaches of Scarif, ready to go into battle the moment he recognized the perfectly rebellious plan. Though awesome,
he and Bistan are ranked so low because theyre massively underused. Lucasfilm25. Gold LeaderHey, remember him? He doesnt have long to live. Like a couple of weeks at the outside. Lucasfilm24. Red LeaderRed Leader at least has a better exit than Gold Leaders panic-stricken Death Star trench death, but neither really helps get anything done in
Rogue One. Lucasfilm23. Weeteef CyubeeAn explosives expert and a sniper, Weeteefs major actions were seemingly cut from the final version of Rogue One. While we see nothing about this guy, he does rank as the Warwick Davis character most difficult to recognize as Warwick Davis after Wickett the Ewok, since that required Davis to wear an
entire Ewok suit. Lucasfilm22. TivikCassian unceremoniously executes this rebel informant to avoid capture by the Imperials. Hes one of the few people in the game who comes off as sufficiently worried about the Empire as a threat. While hes mostly for setting up plot and giving some insight into Cassians character, Tivik at least gets to freak out
appropriately before getting blasted. Lucasfilm21. Leia OrganaAnd one quick nod to the Princess herself, who would eventually lose her planet and nearly her entire family to the ruthless wars across the galaxy, yet still picked up at the beginning of every day to lead in place of her adoptive father. Leia, like her brother Luke, represents the hope that
carries forward from the efforts of the Rogue One crew. Unfortunately, the surprise appearance of her CGI face is, uh, prettyalarming. Lucasfilm20. Cute plot contrivance kidJyn manages to save this kid, who exists simply for Jyn to save her in a heroic moment. Too bad she, her whole family, and probably everyone she knows got eradicated within a
few hours. Lucasfilm19. General DravenHe may not be a fan favorite, but Dravenfunctions a lot like the Mace Windu of the Rebellion, with orders that are well-intentioned but perhaps harsh and misguided. Dravenhas very obviously seen quite a bit in his time, and still believes in the Rebellion, despite his seemingly too-militaristic nature. Needless to
say, his attitude bumped him down quite a few notches. Lucasfilm18. General DodonnaA gentle nod to the General who saw the Rebellion through alongside Mon Mothma and was part of Leias most trusted pool of advisers. Dodonnas years and empathetic nature mesh well in stories like Mark Waids Princess Leia miniseries, so it was nice to see him
again.Of course, here hes played bylan McElhinney (Ser Barristan from Game of Thrones), who has a pretty alarmingly different voice from the actor who played Dodonna in A New Hope. Lucasfilm17. Corporal ToncAmong the rebel commandos on Scarif, for a while it seemed like Tonc had a winning ticket. He got to stay back on the ship with Bodhi
and hold down the fort until everyone escaped. That didnt really work out, but Tonc still got to die semi-heroically by trying to fight toward the communications tower linkup. He provided essential human shield assistance. Lucasfilm16. Admiral RaddusOf the military commanders in the Battle of Scarif, Raddus is the most heroic and together. He
wants to take the fight to the Empire from the start and doesnt back down from a fight. Unfortunately, someone at Lucasfilm decided he should have an extremely gross, wobbly chin, and its impossible to focus on the fact that hes a solid character because of it. Lucasfilm15. General MerrickThis guy deserves a massive shout-out as one of the most
enthusiastic and skilled rebel pilots in the film. Devoted to the cause, General Merricklikely earned his status thanks to his excellent strategic skills and his determination to do good in the face of the most diresituations.And then he crashed his X-Wing into the ground. Lucasfilm14. Lyra ErsoToughened in the face of ongoing war and a crumbling
marriage, Lyra Erso may not stand out too much in Rogue One, but her dedication to her family and her clear hatred of the Empire shines in James Lucenos novel, Catalyst. Its hard to hate Lyra, but her use as little more than a classic Dead Disney Mom was a little bit of a bummer. Lucasfilm13. Director Orson KrennicOkay, so Krennics guidance of
the Death Star project may not have been successfulwithout Galen Ersos extensive genius and a little babysitting by Tarkin. Still, his sarcastic nature and epic cape painted a picture of the Empire at the top of its game. That facade is probably why, in the face of any failure, Krennic cant help but get angry. His hissy fits, though not as bad as Kylo
Rens, keep him down at unlucky number 13. Lucasfilm12. Mon MothmaThe former chancellor now overseesthe growing Rebellion, seemingly benevolent in the face of exceptionally hard decisions. Leia Organas future mentor is best known calmand thoughtful nature in the face of massive chaos throughout the galaxy. She has a lot of lines, but it feels
like shes kind of just there most of the time. Lucasfilm11. Senator Bail OrganaBail Organa practically funded the Rebellion by himself and pushed it forward from the moment Padme Amidala proposed it to her most trusted political allies (in a deleted scene from Revenge of the Sith). Jimmy Smits return to the character showed a grey-haired, yet ever
determined Organa whose faith in his daughterwould help see the Rebellion to victory. His part is actually much better than the random cameo we were expecting. Lucasfilm10. Darth VaderThe Dark Lord of the Sith makes a triumphant return of sorts in the film at the very height of his career, and it shows. He may not have been around for
everything, but his moments were intense and so perfectly Vader that he would have slashed his way to the top if not for that horrible one-liner he throws at Krennic. He may not have known he was a father at that point,but he still managed one hell of a dad joke. Lucasfilm9. Grand Moff TarkinOne of the surprise key players in the film was none other
than Grand Moff Tarkin himself, whos beenpretty important in a lot of recent ancillary materials. Tarkin has popped up in the Rogue One prequel novel Catalyst, the novel Lost Stars, the Star Wars Rebels TV series, and even had a novel that was all about him (called Tarkin).Hes still a force in Rogue One, and at least his CGI face (RIP Peter Cushing)
is pretty good most of the time. Lucasfilm8. Saw GererraPartially insane thanks to almost three decades worth of radical fighting, Gererra is no longerthe militaristic older brother that he was during the Clone Wars. Thanks to Forest Whitaker, Saw has an absolutely huge presence in Rogue One. Lucasfilm7. Galen ErsoThe man behind the Death Stars
design may not have had the best marriage to write home about or the best judgment when it came to friends. Still, as he dug the hole that would eventually land him underKrennics iron fist, he tried his best to stop it.And he did, through his daughter and, by extension, Luke Skywalker exploiting a weakness Galen had built into this monstrous
creation. Lucasfilm6. Baze MalbusChirruts partner-in-justice may appear gruff, intimidating and huge (which he is), but Malbus has a sense for things that many of his violent nature dont. Empathetic and supportive in his own unique way, Malbus doesnt think twice when it comes to following Chirrut into the Rebellion, and seems to like the idea that
hes helping others out. Oh and hes a totally badass sniper, too. Lucasfilm5. Bodhi RookDont overlook the fidgety Bodhi.His anxious nature and comedic one-linersmask what seems to be a massive amount of regret. Without Bodhis abandonment of the Empire, the Rebels may have never known about the Death Star project at all. So, you know, hes
kind of a big deal. Lucasfilm4. Cassian AndorSo very often in narratives about war and conflict, valiant heroes are given the choice to do what is right, or to just follow orders. This war-weary rebelwas more than just a soldier, and hisdecision to abandon orders in the face of a suicide mission made him a hero for good. Lucasfilm3. Jyn ErsoJyns shock
at being thrown into the fray by the Rebellion didnt last very long, and the self-sufficient heroine didnt piddle around with her decision to join when the stakes were made personal. Jyn may not have been the most heroic person starting out, but her worthwas proven by a relentless determination to do the right thing when the galaxyneeded her to step
up. Lucasfilm?2. K2-SOThe scene-stealer of Rogue One was none other than the reprogrammed Imperial security droid with an attitude. Star Wars is known for having complex, interesting robots, but Kay might rise above the rest with its steely, protected little heart of gold. Lucasfilm1. Chirrut ImweDonnie Yens castingmade headlines for good reason
the talented actor and martial artist puts everything into his performance to create incredible characters. Wise, loyaland kind, Chirrut isa fantastic representation of the confidenceand belief in the Force that the Jedi Order of the prequelswas missing. Future heroes take note: this is how you do it. After this morning's revelation that Darth Vader would
be making an appearance in Rogue One: A Star Wars Story, it looks like we're in for a plethora of news from Lucasfilm's first standalone Star Wars spin-off. The new Entertainment Weekly cover issue for the sci-fi flick hits stands on Friday, so we'll likely be getting plenty more information then.Leading up to their big issue, some details are already
being released by the magazine. That includes all the Rogue One character names of the primary players, including one new villain, plus some brief character details for each. Get all the new Star Wars Rogue One character names and details below. The magazine doesn't offer up more than we already learned in the trailer. She's being tasked by the
Rebel Alliance to carry out this dangerous mission in exchange for a commuted sentence for wrongs she has committed against the Rebellion in the past. She sounds like a complex character with plenty of gray areas. The teaser trailer gave off a very Han Solo vibe for this character, but it appears he doesn't share many characteristics with the
smuggler. Andor is described as a "by-the-book Rebel intelligence officer" with a lot of experience. That means he's probably not too keen on this plan to use someone untrustworthy like Erso for such an important mission. I would expect Andor and Erso to have some clashes about decision-making here and there. One of the more mysterious
characters in the new ensemble, Chirrut (pronounced chi-RUT) isn't a Jedi, but is dedicated to their way of life. There's no direct indication that includes an ability to use the Force like a Jedi, but the character has "used his spirituality to overcome his blindness and become a formidable warrior." That kind of skill implies being guided by the Force, so
maybe there's power in him, but not at the strength of a real Jedi. Baze isn't the spiritual type, opting for heavy weaponry overthe Force. But that doesn't stop him from being close with Chirrutand protecting the spiritual man at all costs. It sounds like they have a less playful Han and Chewie vibe to their friendship. This guy sounds more like the Han
Solo type character of the group. He's the squad's lead pilot and is described as "hot-headed," though it may be justifiable since he's an extremely skilled pilot who cut his teeth flying cargo. Director Gareth Edwards describes this new droid, brought to life by a motion-capture performance from Alan Tudyk, is the "antithesis of C-3PO." That means we
shouldn't expect any whining or friendliness from the droid. It sounds like he's much more rough around the edges with "Chewbacca's personality in a droid's body." Apparently he's in need of some redemption for things that he's done wrong in the past too. Maybe he once worked for the Empire? It turns out that autograph from a convention awhile
back was accurate. Galen Erso is Jyn Erso's father, but they're not exactly a close family unit. Galen is estranged from his daughter, but the reason for their distance is something that has not been revealed just yet. Nor do we haveany official pictures of Mikkelsen in character. Erso is said to be like "the galactic version of nuclear pioneer J. Robert
Oppenheimer." It sounds like the rumors of him being the one who designed the Death Star are probably true, and it's more than likely that he turns against the Empire and is the one who gives the Death Star plans to the Rebels. Finally, we have a name to go with Ben Mendelsohn's face from the teaser trailer. Orson Krennic is desperate to be in the
good graces of the Emperor, but also fears his right-hand man Darth Vader. He's looking to move up in the Imperial ranks by any means necessary, so this is probably a guy who can't be trusted, even by his allies. If you don't remember the name Saw Gerrera, it just means you're not an obsessive Star Wars fan. This character actually appeared in The
Clone Wars animated series, specifically debuting in an episode titled "A War on Two Fronts" from October of 2012 and continuing over a few episodes after that. The story featured Saw and his sister Steela fighting alongside Darth Vader back when he was still Anakin Skywalker. How cool would it be for Saw to confront Darth Vader after all this
time has past?Kathleen Kennedy describes Saw Gerrera as "kind of a battered veteran who leads a band of Rebel extremists." He's not exactly a straight up Rebel, and he's a cause for concern among our heroes mostly due to how intense he is. He maintains that belief even though the Jedi are no longer there to protect the
galaxy. As director Gareth Edwards puts it: "This idea that magical beings are going to come and save us is going away, and its up to normal, everyday people to take a stand to stop evil from dominating the world. Baze goes along with this Force business because its what his friend deeply believes, she adds. Think of them as a little like the galactic version of Don Quixote and Sancho Panza.

In other words, hes tough, confident, not especially interested in "human/cyborg relations," and the complete opposite of a neurotic fussbudget. Kaytoo is a little bit like Chewbacca's
personality in a droids body, Edwards says. He doesnt give a s--- about what you think. He doesn't fully check himself before he says things and does things. He just speaks the truth. Like Jyn, hes also seeking a bit of redemption for past wrongs. Droids, too, can have regret. Julien Reynaud/APS-Medias/Sipa USA Jyns estranged father is like the
galactic version of nuclear pioneer J. Robert Oppenheimer, with doomsday knowledge that is sought by both the Empire and the Rebellion. The film is generating extremely
positive reviews, andStar Wars fans especially are generally very happy with how the firstStar Wars"anthology" (or "standalone") film turned out. This is all especially exciting news, given that the movie had some long and expensive reshootswhich made the final film noticeably different from the trailers. One of the major highlights fromRogue One
was its characters, from the new team of heroes to the old and familiar characters from the original Star Wars: A New Hope. This character guide includes the major players inRogue One, along with named supporting characters that appear over the course ofthe film. The summaries for each character contain spoilers from the film, and so it is not
meant as a preview to aRogue One viewing. -- Rogue OneSPOILERS to follow -- Rogue One Squad: Jyn Erso Jyn Erso(Felicity Jones) is the reluctant hero at the center ofRogue One. The daughter of Galen Erso, who helped to design the Death Star, Jyn's family was torn apart by the violence of the Empire. Her mother,Lyra Erso(Valene Kane), was shot
and killed in front of her by Director Orson Krennic's troops, and her father was imprisoned and forced to work on the Death Star project. Jyn was raised by Rebel radical Saw Gerrera until she was sixteen, at which time he cut ties with the teen over a growing concern that some of his fellow Rebels would try to hurt or ransom her due to her Imperial
connections. Jyn was imprisoned by the Empire under a false name. She was rescued by the Rebel Alliance so that she could help them make contact with Saw Gerrera, whose militant nature had caused him to fracture from the Rebellion. The Rebel Alliance hoped that by using Jyn, they could get to Saw and retrieve the information that Bodhi Rook (a
defected Imperial pilot) had regarding an Imperial superweapon. Jyn Ersois a self-reliant and aggressive fighter whose major objective for most of her life was mere survival. She had no intention of joining forces with the Rebels until she saw a holo-message from her father, where he explained that he had purposefully put a weakness into the Death
Star so that it could be destroyed by the Rebels. Jyn realized the danger of the Death Star and worked with Captain Cassian Andor to ensure that the Death Star plans were retrieved from Scarif -- a mission that came with a high price. Captain Cassian Andor(Diego Luna) is an officer in the Rebel Alliance specializing in covert operations. While not
much is known about Cassian's past, he tells Jyn that she is not the only person who lost someone, and that he started fighting for the Rebellion at the tender age of six. In many ways, Cassian illustrates the darker side of the Rebel Alliance, evidenced by a scene in which he kills an informant rather than let him be taken by Imperial forces. Cassian is
not without a conscience -- he believes that everything he does is necessary to help the Rebellion fight the Empire. Even after he's ordered to assassinate Galen Erso, the clearly conflicted Cassian elects to disobey this order based on the information that Jyn Erso gives him about her father. Cassian chooses to disobey orders again after the Rebel
Alliance formally rejects Jyn's proposal to attack Scarif and steal the Death Star plans. He joins with her on the U-wingRogue One,even though he knows that the mission will likely end in their deaths. And while Cassian helps Jynand the other Rebels successfully send the Death Star plans to theAlliance, he pays the same price that the rest of his
ragtag team is forced to pay. K-2SO(voiced by Alan Tudyk) is a reprogrammed Imperial droid who fights for the Rebel Alliance alongside Captain Cassian Andor. Cassian says that as an effect of the reprogramming, the former security bot usually says whatever is on his mind. K-2SO is often blunt or sarcastic, making jokes and comments at the
expense of others. Initially, K-2SO does not seem to care for Jyn (or anyone but Cassian), but as the story progresses, he begins to show signs of affection towards his teammates. K-2SO is physically imposing and very deadly -- with or without a weapon in his hand. He is instrumental in theRogue team's escape from Jedha, as well as their plot to
retrieve the Death Star plans from the archive room on Scarif. He sacrifices himself while holding off Stormtroopers attempting to intercept the Rebel plot, and his heartbreaking final actions help Cassian and Jyn escape to safety after they get ahold of the Death Star plans. Chirrut mwe(Donnie Yen)is a human Guardian of the Whills who protected
the Jedi Temple on Jedha. After the Temple was destroyed by Imperial forces, Chirrut, along with his longtime companion Baze Malbus, stayed in Jedha City and struggled to get by. Initially, Chirrut engages with Jynbecause he knows she is wearing a kyber crystal necklace. Although Chirrut is not a Jedi, he is a strong believer in the Force. Even
though he is blind, he is capable of fighting off entire squadrons of Imperial troops. He'll likely come to be best-known for the short prayer he often recites: "I am one with the Force and the Force is with me." Having found new purpose in their lives, Chirrutand Baze aidJyn and Cassian on Jedha, and eventually become key members of the Rebel One
troop on their missions to Eadu and Scarif. Chirrut is tragically killed by Imperial forces on Scarif, but not before he successfully flipped the "master switch", sendinga transmission to the Rebel fleet above the planet, telling them that they must destroy the shield surrounding the planet so that the plans can be safely beamed to them. Baze Malbus
(Jiang Wen)isChirrut mwe's companion and protector. Like Chirrut, he was also a member of the Guardians of the Whills on Jedha. While Chirrut has remained a faithful believer in the power of the Force, Baze has become skeptical about the mysterious entity. Despite his doubts, his fierce loyalty to his longtime pal never wavers, and he manages to
save Chirrut's life from Imperial troops on Jedha (and on numerous other occasions). Baze is definitely the curmudgeonly sort, but his relationship with Chirrut is a playful one. His blind friend's assertions that the Force is his true protector are constantly correctly by Baze, who asserts that heis the one truly looking out for Chirrut. Later, on Eadu,
Chirrut quips that he does not need luck to survive, because he has Baze to protect him. While his companion prefers trusting in the Force, Baze chooses to trust in his weapon of choice, a heavy repeater cannon (which is easily one of the coolest guns in the galaxy). After Chirrut is gunned down on Scarif, Baze repeats his fallen friend's mantra, "I am
the Force and the Force is with me," while he mows down a group of Imperial Death Troopers. He is killed soon after in the ensuing firefight by a grenade blast. Bodhi Rook(Riz Ahmed) is an Imperial pilot who defects to the Rebel Alliance with information from Galen Erso, the father of Jyn and one of the creators of the Death Star. Prompted by Galen,
Bodhi goes to Jedha to pass on a hologram message to Saw Gerrera, unaware that the resistance fighter has become an incredibly dangerous extremist. Saw and his followers take Bodhi prisoner while they attempt to determine if he is a friend or foe. Saw tortures the Imperial defector in order to find out if he is telling the truth. Bodhi becomes an
ally of Jyn and Cassian after they help to break him out of the prison. Jynchooses to trusthim before the others do, largely because Bodhi delivered to her the first glimpse of her father that she'd been afforded since early childhood (which, of course, contained some highly valuable intel). Bodhi pilots (and names)Rogue Onewhen Jyn's team goes to
Scarif, and he gives his life to transmit a message to the Rebel fleet, telling them that the Death Star plans can be transmitted once the shield is down. A number of Rebel soldiers volunteer to help Jyn Erso and Captain Cassian Andor at the Battle of Scarif. They go on a rogue mission, without the permission of the Rebel Alliance High Command,
because they believe that it is their duty to stop the Death Star at all costs. All of the Rebel soldiers who go on this mission know that the odds are not in their favor. While their mission is successful, they all die in the process once Grand Moff Tarkin fires the Death Star, destroying the entirety of theScarif base. The Rebel Soldiers includeBistan (a
Iakaru gunner),Pao (a Drabata commando, pictured above), andRuescott Melshi (a human commando, who also helped to rescue Jyn Erso from the work camp on Wobani). Each of these soldiers had done whatever was necessary for the Rebel Alliance, and they gave their lives to prevent the Death Star from going unchecked in the galaxy. Mon
Mothmais the leader of the Alliance to Restore the Republic, more commonly known as the Rebel Alliance. With Senator Bail Organa, she formed the Alliance, and remained its leader throughthe destruction of the second Death Star. Mon Mothma was originally played by Caroline Blakiston in Return of the Jedi (1983) and later played by Genevieve
O'Reilly in a deleted scene of Revenge of the Sith (2004), a role the latter reprised inRogue One (2016). Mon Mothma, like Senator Bail Organa, supported Jyn Ersos plan, recognizing the fact that if the Death Star existed, the Rebel Alliance would need to do whatever was necessary to stop it. She was not able to rally the entirety of the Rebellion to
the cause, but she was able to send significant aide once the fighting began on Scarif. Senator Tynnra Pamlo of the planet Taris expressed her fears about the Death Star and opposed Jyn Ersos mission to Scarif. Senator Nower Jebel did not trust Jyn Erso, and said that the Rebellion should disband and surrender to the Imperial forces. Senator Vasp
Vasparalso served on the Alliance High Command and stood against]Jyn Ersos plan. Senator Bail Organa(Jimmy Smits) is the adoptive father of Princess Leia. He is both a representative of the planet Alderaan in the Galactic Senate (which is dissolved at the beginning ofA New Hope) and a leader of the Rebel Alliance against the Empire. Smits, who
played Bail Organa inAttack of the Clones(2002) andRevenge of the Sith(2004) reprises his role inRogue One.Although decades have passed between the movies, Organa has aged much more gracefully than Obi-Wan Kenobi. Senator Organa is a key figure in the Rebel Alliance, helping to found the movement with Mon Mothma. He continues to play
an important role, but is not able to sway the other leaders of the Rebellion to sanction/support]Jyn's mission to Scarif. InRogue One, Bail Organa's last appearance includes him saying that he will return to Alderaan. He was on the planet when Grand Moff Tarkin ordered its destruction using the Death Star inA New Hope. Admiral Raddusis a Mon
Calamari officer who fought for the Rebel Alliance against the Galactic Empire. Raddus went to lend a hand to Jyn Erso after learning that she had gone to Scarif with a group of rogue soldiers to steal the Death Star plans. Like Admiral Ackbar (who famously utters, "It's a trap!" in Return of the Jedi), Admiral Raddus hails from the planet Mon Cala.
Raddus is a tough and decisive military leader, whosepersonality and performance was based on real-life British Prime Minster Winston Churchill. General Jan Dodonna(Game of Thrones'lan McElhinney) appears in Rogue One at the rebel base on Yavin IV. He later appears inA New Hope, along with the Death Star plans, to give the briefing to the X-
wing pilots on how the Death Star can be destroyed. It was General Dodanna who analyzed the blueprints that the rebels successfully stole at the Battle of Scarif and converted them into an assault plan against the Death Star.
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
